So,we're not going to be
consolidating,” Dubey said.

The companyinvested $500
million in its data centre busi-
nessinIndiain FY25 inaddition
to another $400 million spent
onlanding thenew MISTunder-
sea cable that will connect
Malayasia, India, Singaporeand
Thailand through submarine
cables. The 8,100-kilometre-
long undersea cable has aland-
ing station in Chennai.

Dubey, however, said that
beyond the data centre seg-
ment, primarily in managed
tech services, the company will
continue to look at opportuni-
ties foracquisitions across star-
tups that have built relevant
capabilities that could be used to
service NTT’s global client base.

“Globally, India is in the top
five markets by capacity.And for
the entire NTT Data business,
including managed services, it
would be in the top 10 by rev-
enue.In thenextfiveyears,itwill
easily be in the top five markets
byrevenue,” Dubey said.
